Recapture Sales Method
Sales to homebuyers where direct assistance to a homebuyer as affordability gap is a minimum of $1,000, up to 15% of home value; affordability gap funding is secured with a mortgage and note that is deferred at 0% interest and repaid upon sale. Affordability requirements apply only to the first purchaser of the unit.

PAH Sales Method
The PAH pathway is for sales to homebuyers where direct assistance to a homebuyer as affordability gap is 20% or more. To ensure a minimum 20% discount is achieved, applicants may be required to select a lower income tier for the affordable unit.   
Currently, there are two approved PAH models: The City PAH Model and the CLCLT model. To use a model, a Qualified Administrator is required. If you choose to use the PAH model, reach out to the administrator to help you identify which model you will use. You can find more information in the PAH section of the Program Manual. The applicant can also propose or partner with an administrator with an alternative equity sharing formula, subject to City approval.
